Community Based Recovery Facilitator/Case Worker(s) – Full-Time in Pittsfield and Great Barrington

· In our Adult Community Services program, these positions work as members of a team to provide opportunities for individuals to develop skills to be used on their journey of recovery for personal growth with hope and optimism focusing on working with individuals in their pursuits of independence. 4-year degree preferred or 3-5 years human services experience.
Crisis Triage Coordinator – Part-Time in Pittsfield

· This position is responsible for triaging incoming calls, dispatching clinicians as needed, maintaining on-call schedules and providing additional support to the Acute Services staff. This position requires previous reception/office support experience.
Intensive Care Coordinator I – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· These positions facilitate the development of the Care Planning Team (CPT) and convene/facilitate meetings with the team to develop child and family-centered Individual Care Plan. Also develops a risk management/safety plan in collaboration with the CPT, identifying natural supports while assisting with system navigation, family advocacy and support.
Outreach Case Manager – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This position provides case management for persons-served The Continuum under the Caring Together program. The Outreach Case Manager will coordinate and collaborate with youths, families, residential treatment providers, clinicians and others regarding treatment plan development, strategies for intervention and implementation.
Shift Coordinator – Acute Services – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This position is responsible for oversight of the overnight shifts at the Adult Crisis Stabilization Unit including: site operations, staffing, internal audits, compliance with external audits, staff development, consultation, supervision, documentation requirements, site beautification and participate in implementation of individual action plans for person’s served.
The following require a Master’s Degree and may require additional education/experience as notated:
Child and Adolescent In-Home Therapist(s) – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· These individuals will work as part of a dynamic team, providing In-Home Behavioral Health Services. Also completing diagnostic mental health assessment and providing treatment for youth and caregivers on an outreach basis throughout Berkshire County.
Clinical Supervisor – Addiction Services Recovery Home – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This position is responsible for direct clinical supervision of the Direct Care staff of the recovery home, while providing clinical intakes, individual and group psychotherapy and assistance in the overall operation of the program.
Clinicians (Social Workers/Mental Health Counselors) – Available in the following Divisions: Adult, Child and Adolescent Outpatient and Crisis Stabilization; Acute Services; Addiction Services – Full and Part-Time and Fee-For-Service in all of Berkshire County

· These positions provide a full continuum of therapeutic and clinical services. These services are provided for children, adolescents, adults and families in a variety of settings throughout Berkshire County and include risk assessment, crisis intervention, family support and psychotherapy. All clinicians must receive license in Social Work or Mental Health Counseling within 6 months of eligibility date. Emergency Services Clinicians do not require license eligibility. 
Clinician – Family Resource Center – Part-Time in North Adams

· This position will provide comprehensive mental health assessments including the Child/Adolescent Needs and Strengths (CANS) Assessment, short-term treatment and care planning to youth and families within the Family Resource Center. This position requires 5 years of experience working with the child/adolescent population as a licensed social worker or mental health counselor. Also, CANS Certification required within 1st week of employment.
Intensive Care Coordinator II – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This position facilitates the development of the Care Planning Team (CPT) and convene/facilitate meetings with the team to develop child and family-centered Individual Care Plan. Also develops a risk management/safety plan in collaboration with the CPT, identifying natural supports while assisting with system navigation, family advocacy and support. Master’s Degrees with concentration in Sociology or Criminal Justice do not meet the educational requirement.
Medical Behavioral Health Clinician – Part-Time in Pittsfield

· This position will provide mental health/substance abuse assessment and counseling to adults, children and families experiencing and/or anticipating issues of adjustment to illness or issues related to change in medical condition at the Community Health Program site in Pittsfield. Position requires eligibility for license in social work.
Program Coordinator – Family Resource Center – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This position will provide and direct clinical services to Family Resource Centers (FRC) such as Comprehensive Mental Health Assessments Including the Child Adolescent Needs and Strengths (CANS) assessment and short term treatment.  The Program Coordinator will also provide clinical supervision to Family Partner(s), supervision to the FRC clinician and Care Planning to Youth and Families of the FRC. This position requires 5 years working as a licensed social worker or mental health counselor with children and adolescents. 
Program Director – Acute Services/Emergency Services

· This position provides clinical and administrative supervision and oversight to the clinicians, family partners, peer specialists, and triage coordinators on the Emergency Services Team. The Program Director provides crisis intervention, consultation, and level of care evaluations to all individuals and providers seeking services while responsible for all of the triage and supervisory decision making in conjunction with the ESP Division Director.
Program Director – Addiction Services - Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This position will direct all Addiction Services in the Adult Outpatient Services Division. The candidate will supervise all levels of clinical staff and oversee outpatient services across a continuum of care, as well as assist in administrative oversight of substance use disorder services provided across Brien Center sites countywide. The candidate will also be responsible for monitoring and ensuring program licensing and regulatory compliance, coordination of treatment reviews and charting accuracy, conducting of performance evaluations for assigned staff, and monitoring of staff productivity and efficient delivery of services.

Program Supervisor(s) – Acute Services/Emergency Services – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· These positions supervise all levels of clinical staff and assist in the oversight of the program.   The Program Supervisor(s) will assist in administrative procedures of the program, including productivity and budget issues. The Program Supervisor(s) will also provide clinical assessments, intakes and other duties as assigned.
Program Supervisor – Child and Adolescent Outpatient – Full-Time in North Adams

· This position supervises all levels of clinical staff and oversees the outpatient program.   The Program Supervisor will assist in administrative oversight of the clinic, including productivity and budget issues. Significant professional experience in mental health with the child and adolescent population required.
Program Supervisor – Transitional Services and Developmental Services – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This position supervises the Transitional Services Program and Developmental Services Program. The Program Supervisor will work closely with the Department of Developmental Services, supervise clinicians and assist in administrative oversight of the services, including productivity and budget issues.
The following positions require a professional license or certification in the State of Massachusetts: 

Registered Nurses – Child and Adolescent Outpatient – Part-Time in Pittsfield

· These RN positions provide psychiatric nursing care, i.e., assessment, medication, education and monitoring of medication regimes and supervision of the general healthcare of the Child and Adolescent Outpatient population served. The RN also completes nursing assessments, referrals, and play an integral role within the psychiatric/medical team.  
Registered Nurse or Licensed Practical Nurse – Community Services – Full-Time in Pittsfield

· This nursing position provides psychiatric nursing care, i.e., assessment, medication, education and monitoring of medication regimes and supervision of the general health care of the adult residential and supportive housing population served.  Community Service nurses also provide training, education around medications, symptom management and promote health and Wellness amongst all programs. The nurses also complete nursing assessments, referrals, and play an integral role within the psychiatric/medical team.

Registered Nurses and Licensed Practical Nurses – Crisis Stabilization Unit – Full-Time in Pittsfield
· These positions provide psychiatric nursing care, i.e., assessment, medication, education and monitoring of medication regimes and supervision of the general health care of the Child Crisis Stabilization Unit residents. The nurses also complete nursing assessments, referrals, and play an integral role within the psychiatric/medical team.
