1. Description of agency mission and functions: 
IS183 is a non-profit community art school encouraging people of all ages, means and skill levels to enrich their lives through hands-on experience in the visual arts.
2. Description of service-learning positions and responsibilities:

Morningside Elementary School, 100 Burbank St. Pittsfield program will be held on Tuesday and Wednesday afternoons from 3:30-4:45 (plus some time for set up/clean up) beginning next week. The program will run until the week of 11/27 and there will be no class Thanksgiving week. Offered in  K-5th grade. 

Morningside has various themes for each of the 5 classes. (See examples below.) BCC students will be placed where there are slots available.

Other program sites: 
Mondays: Muddy Brook Elementary in Great Barrington: 10/15 – 12/10 (no class 11/12,) 3:30-5:00 plus some time for set up/clean up
· Muddy Brook has 2 classes:

· K-1: Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes: Learning Health Through Mixed Media

· 2-4: Fantastic Adventure: Learning Language Arts Through Mixed Media
Tuesdays: Richmond Consolidated School 9/25 – 11/13, 3:00-4:15 plus some time for set up/clean up 
· Richmond has one K-5th group- Time Travelers: Learning History Through Mixed Media
Another option on Tuesdays: St. Mary’s in Pittsfield: 10/2-11/27 (no class 11/20), 2:30-4:00plus some time for set up/clean up
· St. Mary’s has one K-4th group- Earth, Water, Sky: Learning Life Science Through Mixed Media
Wednesdays: Here at IS183: 3:45-5:30 (no class 10/31 or 11/21), includes getting the kids off the bus outside at 3:45
· Two of our on-site programs at IS183 are Ceramics focused (Pre K-1st and 2nd – 5th) and one is a Woodshop class for Middle Schoolers
Thursdays: Williams Elementary in Pittsfield 9/27 – 11/15, 3:30-5:00 plus some time for set up/clean up
· Children are broken down by grade according to enrollment. 
· K-1- Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes: Learning Health Through Mixed Media

· 2-3- Tell Me a Story: Learning Language Arts Through Mixed Media 

· 4-5- Create Your Own Adventure: Learning Language Arts Through Mixed Media
